Faculty-Led Adopted School Outreach Programme for Enhancing Gross
Enrollment Ratio (GER)

The Context

The institution is situated in a predominantly tribal region where many students discontinue their
education after completing secondary or higher secondary schooling. Due to socio-economic
challenges, lack of awareness, and limited exposure to higher education opportunities, the Gross

Enrollment Ratio (GER) in higher education remained comparatively low.

Many students and parents were unaware of admission procedures, scholarship schemes, and
career prospects available after graduation. As a responsible higher education institution, it
became necessary to bridge the gap between school and college education. Therefore, under the
guidance of IQAC, the institution initiated a Faculty-Led Adopted School Outreach Programme
to promote higher education awareness and enhance GER in the tribal region.

Objectives of the Practice

e To enhance the Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER) by motivating tribal school students to

pursue higher education.
e To create awareness about academic programmes, scholarships, admission procedures,

and career opportunities.
e To strengthen institutional-community engagement.
e To promote inclusive and equitable access to higher education.

The Practice

The Faculty-Led Adopted School Outreach Programme is a structured initiative coordinated by
the IQAC of the institution. Under this programme, faculty members regularly visit nearby tribal
schools during the academic year after obtaining prior permission from school authorities.

The initiative primarily targets students of Classes XI and XII who are at a crucial stage of
deciding their future educational paths.

During school visits, faculty members conduct interactive sessions to provide detailed

information about undergraduate and postgraduate programmes offered by the institution.
Students are guided regarding eligibility criteria, subject combinations, admission procedures,

and career opportunities after graduation.

Special emphasis is given to informing students about government scholarship schemes,
financial assistance programmes, and support facilities available for Scheduled Tribe students
and economically weaker sections.

Motivational talks are delivered to encourage students, particularly girls, to continue higher

education. Question-and-answer sessions are organised to clarify doubts related to college life,
financial concerns, and career planning. Informational brochures and admission guidelines are

distributed during the visits.
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The programme acts as a bridge between school and higher education by creating awareness,
reducing misconceptions, and motivating students to cnroll in higher cducation. Regular
documentation and review are carried out by the IQAC to ensure quality enhancement and
sustainability.

Challenges

e Remote location of tribal schools leading to transportation difficulties.
e Lack of awareness and hesitation among parents regarding higher education.
e Language barriers causing communication gaps in certain areas.

Strategies Adopted

* Cluster-based planning of school visits to optimise time and resources.

e Awareness interaction sessions with parents and community members.

e Use of simple and clear communication methods for better understanding.
¢ Continuous engagement and coordination with school authorities.

Impact of the Practice

The initiative has increased awareness about higher education among tribal school students.
There has been a noticeable rise in student inquiries and admissions from nearby tribal schools,
contributing to the improvement of the Gross Enrollment Ratio (GER).

The programme has strengthened the relationship between the institution and the local
community, reflecting the institution’s commitment to inclusive education and socio-academic
development of the tribal region.
